Happy Holidays to all! Itõs hard to believe that another year is almost over! This 

year adoptions have been below previous years, but the good news is that we have 

been helping more people get their pets spayed and neutered, so in the future there 

will be fewer pets up for adoption.  

I was reading a newsletter from another animal rescue group, and they were 

reporting the same issues with lower adoptions. I know that we can blame part of 

that on the economy. It also occurred to me that that pets that we  currently have 

are living longer than in previous years, and that is a great thing! Pet parents are 

more aware of the fact that pets are in integral part of our families and are seeking 

advice from their veterinarians on how to better care for senior pets. Just this week 

I took my senior cat, Jocko ( a Treasured Friends success story/failed foster attempt) 

to the vet for a regular check up. He has gained back weight that he lost, and his 

blood work and other parameters show that he is well within the normal limits for 

cats much younger than his estimated 18 years. Jocko now gets vitamin B12 injec-

tions every month, since older animals ( and people) lose the ability to efficiently 

absorb vitamins and nutrients in their intestines as they age. Ask your veterinarian 

for suggestions on how to manage your petsõ care as they age.  

Pet food manufacturerõs are also improving the nutritional quality of the foods 

we feed our pets, and that is a contributing factor in helping them to live longer.  

Consumers are more aware of ingredients in human food and pet food and are mak-

ing smarter choices.  

If 1 out of 3 people reading this newsletter were able to adopt another pet from 

Treasured Friends, we could adopt out all of our animals and start over in 2012.
